Departure and Arrival Times

Please ensure that your son has any necessary medication that he may require during the week.  Camp staff will discuss medication needs with individual students prior to departure to coordinate the most practical way to meet your son’s needs.
Some sunscreen will be provided but it would be good if students can also have a supply of their own.
I would encourage students to bring cards or board games in the event that our schedule is disrupted by bad weather. 

Please note that cell phones/ iPads  are not permitted on camp.  For much of the time we are away there will be limited or no reception.  If you need to contact your son in an emergency, please do so through the school office or the numbers given above.
Food/Meals

Most of the food will be covered from camp costs.  However, your son will require a packed lunch and drink on Monday that is appropriate for tramping. 
I would encourage your son to also bring some ‘snack’ foods to supplement daily meals. The nature of many of the activities we are undertaking means that he is likely to be needing a lot of energy. There is a general store at Castlepoint that students can access throughout the day if they wish too. 
In the evenings we like to provide the students with a hot drink and home baking. Could all students please bring along a container of home baking to camp so we can distribute this throughout the week. 
Hopefully the weather will enable us to complete an enjoyable week of activities.  However, history would suggest that we need to expect at least ‘some’ wet weather.  Ensuring that your son has the correct equipment will help limit the discomfort that this may cause.
